The Crocus:

The miracles that have already happened are, of course, as Scripture so often says, the first fruits of that cosmic summer which is presently coming on.  Christ has risen, and so we shall rise.  St. Peter, for a few seconds, walked on the water and the day will come when there will be a re-made universe, infinitely obedient to the will of glorified and obedient men and women, when we can do all things,…  to be sure, it feels wintry enough still, but often in the very early spring it feels like that.  Two thousand years are only a day or two by this scale.  One really ought to say, “The resurrection happened two thousand years ago” in the same spirit in which one says, “I saw a crocus yesterday.”  Because we know what is coming behind the crocus.  The spring comes slowly down this way, but the great thing is that the corner has been turned…  (C. S. Lewis, 1898-1963)

The Leaf:

Our Lord has written the promise of the resurrection not in books alone, but in every leaf of springtime.  (Martin Luther, 1483-1546)

Easter Joy:

That Christ is risen and lives means that God has thwarted and undone our human work of Good Friday… Of course, this is something quite different from the popular “Easter joy” which we know, which is founded primarily in that our soul swings in harmony with the constant rhythm of nature which surrounds and moves through us.  The true Easter joy, rather, will be borne under the pain of Good Friday, which it can never deny.  Here it is always true: “with fear and great joy.”  With fear, for here we have to do with the living, holy God, before whom no one is innocent!  But also with great joy, for here the living, gracious Lord—the crucified and risen One—has to do with us…  (Martin Niemoeller, 1892-1984)

For Our Sake:

Because for our sake you tasted gall, may the Enemy’s bitterness be killed in us.

Because for our sake you drank sour wine, may what is weak in us be strengthened.

Because for our sake you were spat upon, may we be bathed in the dew of immortality.

Because for our sake you were struck with a rod, may we receive shelter in the last.

Because for our sake you accepted a crown of thorns, may we that love you be crowned with garlands that never can fade.

Because for our sake you were wrapped in a shroud, may we be clothed in your all-enfolding strength.

Because you were laid in the new grave and the tomb, may we receive renewal of soul and body.

Because you rose and returned to life, may we be brought to life again.

No Weapons of Ours:

Have you understood the victory?  Have you grasped how it was wrought?  Learn now, how this victory was gained without any sweat or toil of yours.  No weapons of ours were stained with blood; our feet did not stand in the front line of battle; we suffered no wounds, witnessed no tumults, and yet we obtained the victory.  The battle was the Lord’s, the crown is ours… 

                 “Death is swallowed up in victory.

                  O death, where is thy victory:

                  O death, where is thy sting?”

The Cross did all these wonderful things for us: the Cross is a war memorial erected against the demons, a sword against sin, the sword with which Christ slew the serpent.  The Cross is the Father’s will, the glory of the Only-begotten, the Spirit’s exultation, the beauty of the angels, the guardian of the Church.  Paul glories in the Cross; it is the rampart of the saints, it is the light of the whole world.  (John Chrysostom, 344-407)

Being Human:

Christian life means being human by virtue of the incarnation, means being judged and granted mercy by virtue of the cross, means to live a new life by virtue of the resurrection.  One is not without the other…  (Dietich Bonhoeffer, 1906-1945)

The Old Drouth:

He hath abolished the old drouth, 

and rivers run where all was dry,

the field is sopped with merciful dew.

He hath put a new song in my mouth,

the words are old, the purport new

and taught my lips to quote this word

that I shall live, I shall not die,

but I shall when the shocks are stored

see the salvation of the Lord.

The Baptized:

The turning point in the life of Jesus, the last battle when sin, evil, and death were met in their ugliest reality, and overcome, belongs now not only to Christ but also to the one baptized.  To be in him means participation in what happened to him.  “To be immersed in the liberating death of Christ where their sins are buried, where the ‘old Adam’ is crucified with Christ, and where the power of sin is broken.” (Baptism, Eucharist and Ministry, Faith and Order Paper 111, Geneva, World Council of Churches, 1982, 2).  The benefits of the cross, the mercy won by the sacrifice of Christ, are now also those of the baptized.  The one receiving the water is cleansed of the sin of the race, and is put on a new track in which the old lord is replaced by a new one.  And where there is a repositioning, there is also the offer of power.  Life inside the risen Lord means also “being raised here and now to a new life in the power of the resurrection of Jesus Christ…”  (ibid)  Christ’s death and resurrection bring pardon and power in principle.  Baptism into them brings pardon and power in fact.  Good Friday and Easter turn the world around, “coram Deo.”  In baptism the finished work of Christ on Good Friday and Easter turns the world around “pro me” and “pro nobis.”  (Gabriel Fackre, “The Church: Signs of the Spirit and Signs of the Times,” Grand Rapids, Michigan, William B. Eerdmans Publishing Company, 2007, 107).

A Voice Out of Bethlehem:

A voice out of Bethlehem two thousand years ago said that all human beings are equal.  It said right would triumph.  Jesus of Nazareth wrote no books; he owned no property to endow him with influence.  He had no friends in the courts of the powerful.  But he changed the course of humankind with only the poor and the despised…  Their voice is still a minority; but… it has become a sound of distant thunder increasing in volume with the gathering of storm clouds.  This dissent is America’s hope.  It shines in the long tradition of American ideals that began with courageous minutemen in New England, that continued in the abolutionist movement, that re-emerged in the populist revolt… Today’s dissenters tell the complacent majority that the time has come when further evasion of social responsibility in a turbulent world will court disaster and death.  America has not yet changed because so many think it need not change, but this is the illusion of the damned…  (Martin Luther King, Jr., “A Testament of Hope,” Harper SanFrancisco, 1986, 328)

Try to Imagine:

Try to imagine a company of approximately 100 soldiers… surrounding a working-class neighborhood of 2,000 families at dawn.  No one may enter or leave.  All men and boys over fourteen years are summoned to a nearby (soccer) field, lined up.  Any man who has something recorded against him in the last ten years is taken.  Also taken are some with names similar to those with records, as well as others for being “suspicious.”  All fall into a general category of “delinquents.”

Try to imagine the wives and mothers milling around the edge of the field from eight in the morning until one in the afternoon… and being told from time to time to return to their homes.

Try to imagine the children frightened by the soldiers with machine guns standing at the corners and accompanying (them) to each house.  Some begin to cry, “Daddy, don’t let the soldiers take you away.”

Try to imagine (strangers) entering your home to do a thorough search without any reason given.  One has an iron pipe in his hand.  They intend to find something they don’t like.  And of course they do.

Try to imagine each of these things and make it as personal as possible because it is real.  It has happened to us.  What would you do?  How would you react?  From whom would you get the strength to face up to this… terror?  This is the third time that the soldiers have come.

Would there be camaraderie among the men in your neighborhood as they walked together to the field, sharing cigarettes and joking words to keep up each others spirits?

Would the women be equally, if not more, solicitous of each other?... Would they encourage the more nervous to keep busy and distract themselves?  Would their faith be the faith of the poor and oppressed who have no “connections,” no “pull,” but who must rely solely on the mercy and love of God?  If you saw your husband taken away, could you say with complete confidence, “I have faith that God will bring him home?”  Would your neighbors come to “accompany you” as you waited to learn just what might be the charge against your husband?...

We hope so… We are privileged to have shared this, to know and feel a little of the suffering of the powerless, of those without voice….

The Road to Emmaus:  Easter faith is born as the Lord meets Mary (with her tears!), Peter (with his fears!), Thomas (with his doubts!), and the disciples “on the road” amidst confusion and bewilderment.  In everyday, common, ordinary events (which we sometimes approach with a sense of resignation or indifference) the risen Christ chooses to be present.  As we share the basic elements of life; the bread, the cup, joy, compassion, sorrow, pain, hurt, healing,… the resurrection is celebrated… Resurrection is God urging us to life in a time of violence and despair.
